The Practice 

The Women’s Cell organised a workshop in stitching, embroidery and knitting to provide 

rural-background students with practical vocational skills alongside value-based learning. 

The programme was designed to blend skill development with community service, fostering 

empathy, confidence and social awareness. It was decided beforehand that all finished items 

would be donated to Sahara Old Age Home, Kalath, Manali, and beneficiary details were 

collected in advance. 

Objectives: 

i. To provide hands-on training in stitching, embroidery and knitting. 

ii. To equip students with vocational skills for self-employment and livelihood 

enhancement. 

iii. To instil social responsibility and compassion among students. 

iv. To encourage meaningful engagement with the elderly through community service. 

v. To sensitise rural and semi-rural students to the needs of vulnerable groups, 

especially residents of old-age homes. 

vi. To integrate women’s welfare and health awareness activities within campus

To promote financial awareness and empower students with essential financial skills, 

Government College Sainj has adopted Financial Literacy as one of its Best Practices. The 

college organized the following three initiatives to achieve this objective: 

Objectives of the Practice 

i. To enhance financial awareness among students. 

ii. To promote responsible financial behaviour, savings habits and digital banking 

literacy. 

iii. To prepare students for entry-level financial sector certifications. 

iv. To provide practical exposure to real-time tax filing procedures. 

 

The Practice 

a) SEBI Investor Certification and Skill Development Programme 

Organised in collaboration with Krisha Foundation, Mumbai, appointed by BSE Ltd. 

(Bombay Stock Exchange) for implementing financial literacy programmes across North 

India. 

Students undertook Level 1: SEBI Investor Certification, gaining foundational knowledge 

of financial markets, investor rights and capital market functioning. 

b) Guest Lecture on Financial Literacy 

A lecture by Sh. Rajat Gupta, Bank Manager, was held on 25 October 2024. 

Students were oriented on bank account management, saving practices, digital banking 

tools and financial responsibility. 

Outcome: 11 students opened new SBI bank accounts. 

Evidence of Success 

• 51 students appeared for the SEBI Investor Certification Examination. 

• 11 SBI bank accounts were opened by students; documentary proof attached. 

• Students successfully learned and practiced the complete ITR filing process. 

• The initiative strengthened confidence in digital financial platforms. 

Problems Encountered and Resources Required 

• Limited digital bandwidth during the real-time ITR workshop. 

• Need for additional computers to facilitate hands-on financial training. 

• Sustained funding required for higher-level financial certifications.

A major fire incident occurred in Tandi village, Kullu (H.P.) on 1 January 2025, causing severe 
loss of property to several families. In response, Government College Sainj, through its Central 
Students’ Council, IQAC, and Disaster Management Cell, undertook a social relief initiative to 
support the affected villagers. 
Despite winter vacations, students were mobilised and a financial contribution drive was 
launched on 5 January 2025, with active participation from students, faculty members, and 
the Principal. Further funds were collected in Sainj Bazaar on 8 January with official 
permission. A total amount of ₹46,258 was collected within one week. Based on the 
immediate needs of the victims, essential relief materials such as blankets, quilts, jackets, 
mattresses, plates, and steel glasses were procured and distributed on 10 January 2025. 
Students also provided moral and emotional support to the affected families.
